ABOUT DOAJ 
DOAJ is an index of open access journals, which are 
journals that are made available to anyone at no cost 
but in general still subject to rigorous peer review and 
editing as are the more common subscription journals.  

Because DOAJ is a directory, rather than a database, its 
focus is on the ability to browse through journals rather  

 

than allowing high powered searches for articles. Users 
are able to search for articles, but cannot specify much 
in the way of limits, such as language or publication 
date.  

COVERAGE AND FULL TEXT 
DOAJ serves as a portal to connect you to the journal’s 
website where you will be able to access all articles 
published since the inception of that particular journal 
in full text, usually either in html format or as a PDF.  
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
